Do you remember in 2007 when we wrote about

Wade's alternative (Christian) rock music debut? It was the first

outreach of what was to be a new church plant with Manfred

Obst and Jesus Haus Gemeinde. After three years of plowing,

planting, praying, reaching out we are seeing some exciting

things happen. 

 

This summer the Summerride Youth Team (the majority of

which is made up of teen team members from the west of

Germany) invested two weeks in the city with children's

ministry, strengthening the effort which had already been

invested. We were able to participate in the last few days.

 

After three years of prayer and investment into the area,

including several teams and outreaches, the investment is

paying off:

Many new believers now meeting each Wednesday

Children and teen ministry each Friday

Significant miracles and breakthroughs in the lives of

many who are handicapped as a result of drugs, alcohol

and depression

 

We are the Body of Christ
Waltershausen is a beautiful example of working together. No

one person or group can take the credit for what Father is

doing. If it had not been for the strong foundation of years of

intercession and prayer, it is possible that the SummerRide

team would not have seen the same power results. It takes all

of us working together to see the will of the

Father accomplished on the Earth today.

 

"Father, make them one as you and I are one." This prayer of

Jesus' is yet to be fulfilled.

 

We must draw together and realize that each of us brings a

unique and beautiful piece of the puzzle - recognizing and



honoring the gifts and callings that each Believer brings to the

table. 

 

Philippians 2:3-4 Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain

conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves.

Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but

also to the interests of others.

 

There are two stories that illustrate this important issue. First

of all I think of our trips to Ecuador. Every morning brought

new and exciting adventures for our team but we always looked

forward to the ministry time in Rio Bomba. Each day in this

mountain city produced amazing miracles, such as an elderly

man who had not been able to raise his arms past his shoulders

for weeks, suddenly was able to lift them straight up,

with absolutely no pain. His daughter, who was a physical

therapist, was weeping.  A young girl that was having terrible

problems with her eyes, could suddenly see clearly.  A young

man that was so overwhelmed when he opened heart to the

God of the Universe that he ran home to get his family so they

could experience inviting Jesus into their hearts also. And on

and on. Why was this possible? What was the difference

between this place and any other?  One of the Believers living

there told us that they had praying for several years that revival

would break out in the very park where we chose to set up the

ministry site.

 

So who can take credit for these amazing miracles? No one.

Each was dependent on the other.

 

When in India just a few years ago, the election was in full

swing and a polling station was blown up just a couple of miles

from where we were located. In the front page of the local

paper a policeman held up the severed arm of someone that

had been killed in the blast. The arm looked perfect--there was

no blood and the suit along with nice white shirt were still

completely intact. His wedding ring was still on his finger.  But

no matter how good it looked, it was not connected to the

rest of his body--it could no longer function properly.  This is a

very graphic and gross illustration but it is certainly an effective

one. 

 

We must stay connected to one another in order to to be

effective and it is important that we guard our heart

against thinking that we or our group has a greater weight of

revelation or ability than other Believers. When we inch toward

this thinking we are inching toward deception. 

 

1Corinthians 12:14-21 NIV - Now the body is not made up of one

part but of many. If the foot should say, "Because I am not a

hand, I do not belong to the body," it would not for that



reason cease to be part of the body. And if the ear should say,

"Because I am not an eye, I do not belong to the body," it

would not for that reason cease to be part of the body. If the

whole body were an eye, where would the sense of hearing be?

If the whole body were an ear, where would the sense of smell

be?  But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every

one of them, just as he wanted them to be. If they were all

one part, where would the body be? As it is, there are many

parts, but one body. The eye cannot say to the hand, "I don't

need you!" And the head cannot say to the feet, "I don't need

you!"
